Első lépés  Új, javított kiadás
This  course will provide students with the basic skills in reading writing and speaking
in Hungarian at  post-beginner’s level.

The course starts with reviewing  the elementary grammar of the 8o-hour intensive language program e.g. :
· Sounds and numbers

· Verb conjugation present tense – indef and def.
· Cases for nouns a) Direct  and Indirect object

· b) locative endings

New  grammar items to be introduced during the course
· adjectives: comparisons and case endings 
·  cases of personal pronouns , forms and function.
· cases of  demonstrative pronouns

· how to express possession
· verbs in past tense

· verbs in imperative 

Topics:   Ismerkedés (Meeting people) Lakás(Flats)   Közlekedés ( Transportation)  Nyaralás ( Holidays)  Állatok( Animals)  Orvosnál ( At the doctors’s office)  Utazás ( Travelling)

Songs, nursery rhymes are  an integral part of the course
 Course requirements:   this course meets only once a week for 3 hours  therefore
 students  are asked to spend  approx. an hour  every day  studying words and phrases
By the  end of the course, students will be able to carry out basic conversations in a variety of everyday situations
In addition to classroom meetings, some fieldtrips are scheduled in:
going to a café,  visiting the Zoo,  a  walk  on Margitsziget, etc.  

During these fieldtrips, students will have a unique opportunity to practice Hungarian in a native environment and communicate in a broad range of everyday situations with locals..
